Jeff Lang “Carried In Mind” Limited Edition version statement:
“I thought it might be interesting for people who enjoy "Carried In Mind" to hear some of the songs in a different setting, stripped back to a single instrument for example, or even done in a different style. 
For example: as it ended up on the album proper "Running By The Rock" is quite a polyrhythmic song, but how might it sound if there WAS no rhythm? Would it work if there was just the melody and words drifting, lost-in-space with a droning fan-driven harmonium backing them? Well that's how I tried it on the bonus disc here, so you can have a listen and see. 
I tried Jack-A-Roe as a solo acoustic lap steel number here, whereas on the album it is an electric band arrangement. Many of the songs on the bonus disc are re-interpretations of that nature.  I also included a few pieces that aren't on the album at all. 
The great Don Walker was kind enough to grant me permission to include his monumental song "Harry Was A Bad Bugger" on here. Cheers Don. I love that song. I've played it at solo shows from time to time since I first heard it and it always connects with an audience. If anyone asks (as they occasionally do), "What song by another writer do you WISH you'd written yourself?", "Harry" comes straight to mind. It's a superb piece of storytelling and I hope I do it justice here.”
